A Brief Report

On 31 August 2019, the History Department organized an educational tour to the historic site of
Nilkantheshwar temple. The event was organized by Dr. S.G. Bhaljawar, the Head of the History
Department who provided a detailed explanation of the temple’s history. Dr. Bhaljawar
elaborated on the architectural style of the temple, highlighting its significance and the aesthetic
beauty of the sculptures present on the temple’s inner and outer walls. He emphasized that the
temple's artistic value and historical importance are notable. The discussion also included the
historical context of the 11th-century period when many temples in the region were built in the
Hemadpanti architectural style. Dr. Bhaljawar explained that these temples are crucial for

understanding the political, social, and economic conditions of that era. The importance of
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preserving and understanding historical sites was further illustrated through the history o
Arya Samaj and the Nilanga temple. The Arya Samaj was instrumental in creating awareness
against the Nizam’s rule in Hyderabad. Despite the Nizam's forces damaging the temple in 1935,
legal efforts led by the freedom fighter Sheshrao Waghmare helped in restoring it. This
educational visit was designed to provide a deeper understanding of historical contexts and the

significance of heritage conservation.

QOutcomes:
